Capitol Arts Theatre Etiquette

· No food or drinks are allowed in the theatre.

· Gum is not allowed in the theatre.

· Audience members are asked to remove caps/hats during the performance.

· Bathroom usage during the performance should be kept to a minimum.

· Avoid disruptive talking and/or gestures.

· Keep feet in front of you and on the floor.  Do not put your feet on the seats in front of you or in the seats in which you are sitting.

· Audio/video recording and photography are not allowed (an artists’ requirement).

· Do not throw things.

· Refrain from use of beepers, cell phones, laser pointers, etc.

· Enjoy the performance!
